     The first order of business was the election of board trustees.  Three trustees, 
Cathy DeLauter, Vivian Sanders and Fred Sauer, had completed their two-year 
terms and Alex Penn resigned after one year for personal reasons.  We thank 
them for their loving service to our community.  Unanimously elected were Al 
Carter, Kelli e Gregg, Cindi Leacock, and Steve Lyskawa.  
     Dave Bell , minister, reviewed the financial state of the ICSG.  He thanked 
Paul and Joyce Jurgensen, who are both retired CPA’s, for reviewing nine years   
of ICSG financial information.  The 2006 Profit and Loss statement was distrib-
uted. (A copy is posted on the bulletin board at the Interfaith Center.) 
     Community members expressed concern about the $3,500 debt on the credit 
card and $20,000 loan which covered building expenses, tables and chairs.  
Dave stated the credit card would be paid off in two months.  He clarified that 
the $1500 we need each week to pay our rent, utili ties and staff costs did not 
cover paying off the loan.  Fundraisers such as showing the Illusion movie 
March 23 and 25 will be needed to pay off the loan.  
     Sally Searls, board chair, noted that in the past 12 months we located and 
remodeled the 704 Airport Road facili ty, have a growing congregation, and the 
board has been busy working on policies to govern our new location and needs.
