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Creating the Altar Mural

 Many people have asked me 
about the mural on the altar wall at the 
Center.  How did I get the design for it?  
Was it difficult to paint?  What does the 
design mean?   Here are some brief an-
swers, although first I’d like to thank eve-
ryone who encouraged me, because when 
it comes down to it, you – together with 
everyone at Interfaith – are part of its 
creation. 
 Last year, when Interfaith moved 
to Airport Blvd., I wondered how I could 
help make the new space more beautiful – 
not only to help it become a spiritual sanc-
tuary, but to give something back to the 
people of Interfaith who have given so 
much to me.   What I wished for most was 
to work on the altar area.   One day I took 
a walk in a park (a very peaceful place) 
with the intention of clearing my mind, 
and to come up with a design that would 
not only be colorful and pleasing to the 
eye, but would inspire people.  I walked 
for at least an hour, and as my mind 
slowed, my pace slowed.  I stopped and 
stood still many times.  I began listening 
more intently to the sights and sounds 
around me, until I felt very “open.”  At a 
certain point I felt very peaceful, and then 
an image came to me … but it was so 
bright and full of light in my mind that I 
couldn’ t copy it on paper.  What I sensed 
most was a burst of spiritual energy mov-

ing outward in all directions – very much 
alive and full of joy.  When I thought of 
how this energy flows within Interfaith, 
an image of a flower came to me.  I imag-
ined some branches and leaves, which lent 
balance and stabili ty.  I used these main 
elements to create a sketch, and then took 
it to Interfaith the next morning.  Many 
people liked it.  It was shown for several 
weeks, and then approved by the Board.   
This was both terrifying to me and won-
derful at the same time – how was I going 
to re-create this small picture on that large 
area behind the altar? 
 This was a “big” challenge – 
literally.  It would cover an area nearly ten 
feet high and twelve feet long.  I don’ t 
have much experience painting, although I 
have always loved color.  But my enthusi-
astic supporters (my family being the 
first) helped me to think positively. Others 
offered help if I needed it.  Jim Coges, an 
art professor at U of M, answered many of 
my questions about different paints and 
art supplies.  About a week before the 
Open House in March, I holed myself up 
at the Center for about five or six days 
while friends watched my two girls after 
school, and my husband Lee took care of 
everything at home.  At about 2:00 a.m. 
that Saturday morning the mural was fin-
ished. 
 I think the best thing for me was 
learning to “ let go.”  In order to become 
more relaxed I listened to music while I 
painted, danced a littl e, and sang.  There 
were many times I sat back and just 
looked at it.  Sometimes I would get 
caught up in too much thinking, but the 
best times were when I allowed myself to 
become centered.  Then it was easier to 
get the “right” mix of colors, and the 
brush strokes feeling “ just right.”  
 I hope that everyone who looks 
at this mural sees something in it that 
resonates with them, no matter what their 
faith or philosophy. As for any meaning 
or message behind it – if I were to put it in 
words, I would say that this mural sym-

bolizes (to me) the act of Spirit creating.  
To me, it i llustrates joy and strength, pu-
rity and beauty.   It symbolizes how Spirit 
manifests itself in the five basic elements– 
earth, water, fire, air, and ether (or space).  
The purple flower in the middle 
(sometimes I call it a lotus flower) por-
trays the blossoming of Interfaith, and 
more generally, the unfolding of all li ves 
everywhere.   The green leaves on the 
branches below symbolize the grounding 
and nurturing we receive from our be-
loved earth.  The spiritual fire and energy 
in the inner and outer reaches of the mural 
ill ustrate the fluid upward and outward 
movement of creation.   The teardrop 
shape predominates; I see it as a very 
graceful and elegant shape, often appear-
ing to move or “dance.”  It also reminds 
me of two emotions that express so much 
of our collective human experience – tears 
of sorrow and tears of joy. 
 I could mention other meanings, 
as well … such as the one blue drop at the 
base of the mural – Have you ever won-
dered what single “ thought” might have 
created this universe?   And regarding the 
flower, sometimes a lotus flower with 
twelve petals is used to symbolize the 
heart chakra.  You may wish to choose 
other meanings, but if nothing else, my 
biggest hope is that this mural brings 
some kind of joy to you.  It is a gift from 
my heart, and in turn, I have received 
much from the process of creating it and 
enjoying it.  Thank you for your part in it! 
 
Note:  Some may wonder where all the 
littl e people are that I painted in the origi-
nal sketch.  In order to keep the mural 
spacious and “ meditative,” I left that 
space open  – although maybe the people 
will always be there – arms outstretched  
and joined together – in spirit.

       The skill set I can contribute to  
       Interfaith involves teaching skills, 
       crowd control as Park Officer  
                    (hopefully not needed). As an  
       Environmental Scientist for the  
       state, I was project manager for  
       several mil lion-dollar clean-ups  
       from the state bond fund (Clean  
       Michigan Initiative). I was  
responsible for bids, scheduling, oversight, etc. Didn’ t play  nice 
with lawyers that wanted to define sites as clean rather than ne-
gotiate the level of clean up. I reviewed BEAs (baseline environ-
mental assessments). Processed the most BEAs from the 
Livonia, Southeast Michigan Office, in the year it was tracked. 
Negotiated for a three-thousand-years of soil cleanup by the 
Monroe County Road Commission (their expense) while im-
proving relations with the DEQ and the road commission, result-
ing in the workers reporting other environmental problems in the 
county.

In the next month board members will seek out feed-
back on the April services as well as on community members’ 
concerns.
