About the musical duo, Synchronicity 
 
 Synchronicity is a musical duo consisting of the hus-
band-and-wife team of Gary Logan and Shekinah Errington, 
who played together previously in the ultra-eclectic band, 
Kitchen Sync. Their repertoire spans a range of styles, sounds, 
and textures as a duo, with a nice mix of clever originals and 
unique covers of song choices that surprise and delight. You’ll 
enjoy their sweet harmonies, Gary’s signature guitar styling, 
and the way Shekinah can belt out a tune one minute and whis-
per to your inner-self the next.
