We
WANT to feel this, now, and repeatedly, and redulaMany
of us would in fact like to LIVE from this placeAnd so we
are very grateful that it's possible to access this

We return to the Serenity Prayer. The Serddiyyer gives
us information about how to return to this state.

It is a reminder to us as we go through life, aalehges
present themselves to us, as we go from day taddyear to
year, as well as moment to moment. It says to us:

Grant us the serenity to accept those things waatashange.
The culture we live in would have us believe thatshould be
able to control everything in our lives and cerato control
everything about ourselves. This has been "therfvame
way". When we face a challenge, we think we SHOWeD
able to solve it ourselves. If we don't, or cam&, may think
this is a personal failure.

So, the serenity prayer reminds us, there &Rigs we
cannot change. And not only CAN we accept thisNE&ED
to accept this in order to get to serenity. IKaythat we can't
solve everything by ourselves. We can unconditlgraeccept
ourselves with our limitations, with our inability solve and
change all things. We're okay. We deserve love peace,
serenity. And we are very grateful for that!

And next, the serenity prayer says, granhascburage to
change those things we can. So we don't justdtoualy
throw up our hands and be a victim. We do whatamg to
change things that need changing. We face théeciggs in
our lives with courage. We LOOK at those challengee
keep our eyes open, we take risks when we neeudttdp
what we can. We face our fears. To have couragertt
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mean we don't feel fear, it means we face ourdedrdo what
we can. It means we're willing to tolerate stitesdo what is
ours to do, to do the right thing, to learn whatveed to learn,
to act on our values.

We can ask for guidance|chkdfor our
guidance, to help us know what to do, what we acaart
what we can't do, and when we must simply accept.

And we can always be grateful.
