At Winter’s End

      In spring, especially, 
I have developed a habit 
of looking at  nature, 
watching her changes 
and how she reveals 
deep and rich informa-

tion about ourselves.  In many ways I ap-
preciate winter, but am always eager to see 
the end. 
 
      I am full of anticipation for the spring 
that is coming.  I am inspired by little 
things.   I think about how all the plants in 
the garden show great promise, even if not 
greatly evidenced as I look out of my 
kitchen window to see the snow covering 
everything.    What matters is the impulse 
for life and expression of that life.  Plants 
that are ready to grow for the first time in 
six months, birds that are singing another 
song, cannot help themselves. The 
changes we see in nature are reflected in 
us as well. 
 
     I listen carefully for the songs of the 
birds this time of year.  As the days get 
longer, the birds that have been here all 
winter change their songs.  Goldfinches 
change their feathers to bright gold, and 
sing a different song.  Sometimes even in 
the worst weather the birds will be singing 
spring songs.   
 
     That’s when spring is helpful, giving, 
offering, allowing us the impulse to follow 
through with our ideas.  Spring offers us 
pure beauty in the early flowers.  Spring 

puts energy in our purpose, our intentions, 
and our bodies. The increasing hours of 
daylight in spring light our way.  In spring 
we are more apt to accept our spiritual 
gifts of openness, impulse, and grace. 
 
     The challenge is to be ready for all the 
changes that are offered continually to 
every one of us by the infinite divine life 
flowing through our bodies, hearts, and 
minds.     
  
     Then we can respond to the freedom 
that is offered to us by the divine within; 
freedom to live what we love, or not; free-
dom to choose to be everything we have 
ever wanted to be, or not; freedom to do 
all those things we have ever wanted to do 
and have never done for whatever reason, 
or not. 
 
     A friend of mine, soon to be moving 
with her family to California, is taking 
piano lessons.  A piano, inherited from her 
husbands’ grandmother, has been used by 
her children, and now finally by her.  She 
said to me.  “I have always wanted to take 
lessons, we have many challenges coming, 
and I finally decided, why wait?”  
   
     In 2001 I had thought casually about 
becoming a minister, after all I had the rest 
of my life to do that.  After 9/11, I said, 
“why wait.”  Within two weeks, I sent my 
application to The New Seminary in New 
York City.   Is there anything in your life 
for which you are ready to say, “Why 
wait?” 
 
     I think that we are somewhat deficient 

in the allowing portion of our lives.   The 
purpose being, not for more drama, or 
infinite passion, but for fulfillment and 
satisfaction.  It is not being complacent to 
accept our own satisfaction with our lives 
just as they are, but it is important to rec-
ognize the biological impulse for moving 
forward, knowing things are perfect now, 
even as our lives evolve forward and up-
ward, even when we feel there is not much 
movement.  I believe once we accept what 
is, resistance is lessened, and moving for-
ward just happens. 
 
       It does not have to be difficult or 
frightening, but it might be a little of each, 
especially if we are still not quite sure we 
deserve pleasure, fulfillment, beauty, pros-
perity, and lots of love from everyone 
around us.   All this is available, like wa-
ter, everywhere in our lives, we need to 
consciously tap into this amazing resource 
within.  Are we allowing the flow?  Please 
say “yes”. 
 
     Then peace and forgiveness reign 
safely in our hearts and in our lives.   Then 
we can truly say we have dominion over 
the craziness of the world.   Then we can 
rest confidently in our own being when we 
would be called to be fearful.   Everyone, 
(no exceptions), is doing the best she/he 
can ,given our understanding and our per-
ceptions of everything around us. 
 
      Nature can reveal ourselves to us, 
speaking with many voices of bird song, 
rain, wind,  spontaneous growth, and 
beauty.  All we have to do is listen, pay 
attention, and love it all.

MESSAGE FROM SPIRIT – THE BIRD

     Last fall, on a cold, windy night, my 
daughter Diana, while playing on the com-
puter upstairs, heard a scratchy noise in the 
window. She came rushing downstairs and 
frantically described to me, over and over, 
the noise she heard.  All I could think 
about was that the spirits Diana told me 
about since we moved into the house were 
back. I went in the computer room to hear 
for myself and do a clearing.  Here I was 
throwing salt in the corners and burning 
sage, and even opened the window and 
yelling at whoever was there, if not from 
the Light, to leave. Lo and behold, there 
came the noise again, and scared the day-
lights out of me, too. I tried to recompose 
myself and reassure Diana and myself that 
everything was going to be fine, but the 
noise became louder and clearer. I gathered 
my courage, and lifted the blinds from the 
other panel of the window and to our dis-
may, there was a bird banging into the 
glass of the window. I opened up the win-
dow and the bird hoped inside, calm and 
secure. She didn’t seem scared and let her-
self into our hands without a fight. We 
brought up the bird cage we kept in the 
basement from some years back when we 

raised a robin, put the bird inside, along 
with some seeds and water, and covered 
the cage with a cloth to settle the bird for 
the night.  As the bird acted so calm, I im-
mediately knew this must be a sign from 
Spirit. Diana and I even entertained the 
idea of the bird being actually an angel.  
 
     The next day was sunny and nice, so we 
let the bird go, and for days, and weeks 
after that I kept asking myself what the 
message in all that was.  I even called my 
mom in Romania to ask if she had any 
news for me, checked the mail carefully, 
with no result. Time flew by and I forgot 
the incident.  
 
     Then, almost a year later, I attended my 
first session with A Course in Miracles 
group here at Interfaith. When it was time 
for comments and sharing insights based 
on the reading, I found myself sharing the 
bird incident. I don’t even remember if it 
was in any way related to the reading. It 
just came out, and I was hoping for some 
kind of insight about the meaning of it 
from the people in the group. But none of 
their comments really “spoke” to me.   
     After the meeting, while driving back 
home, I had an epiphany. There was a 
scroll of light “downloading” itself into my 

head, with written words on it, words that I 
could hear being spoken, too, in a deep but 
very soft male voice saying:  
 

“TRUST MY CHILD! TRUST AND 
SURRENDER. JUST LIKE THE BIRD 
THAT LET HERSELF INTO YOUR 

HANDS THAT NIGHT.   TRUST AND 
KNOW THAT ON THOSE COLD, 

DARK NIGHTS OF YOUR LIFE, YOU 
WILL BE SHELTERED, FED AND 

TAKEN CARE OF, JUST LIKE THE 
BIRD.” 

 
     Shivers of confirmation and joyful tears 
overwhelmed me. And picture this: it was 
just right after my very first encounter with 
A Course in Miracles. Imagine the bounty 
of miracles and revelations that come along 
with following Spirit everyday! I now 
know, that part of my job here is to share 
and reassure you that we are all precious 
children of the Divine, and we are all taken 
care of at all times, only if we allow it.   
 
     So TRUST and SURENDER to Spirit, 
no matter the circumstances in your life, 
and just KNOW that everything is already 
taken care of.
