When spring comes to your life.  
(any time of year)

     Spring is my favorite time of year; 
for just as the crocuses and daffodils 
spring from the dead-looking earth, so 
does the spirit and energy of hope and 
desire rise effortlessly within my 
earthly body.  So any good March day 
finds me looking and listening for signs 
of spring.  If I ever make resolutions for 
the New Year, then spring is the time 
for me to open up and allow the crea-
tion of the new and to look at all things 
differently. 
      Spring is the time of year when I am 
in touch with a fearlessness I find 
harder to find at another time of year.  
This is the time of year when “yes” and 
“why not” are my favorite words.  A 
sense of play returns. This comes partly 
from what I see outside in nature and 
partly my own biological response.  It is 
engrained in our nature to feel the en-
ergy rise in us as the hours of daylight 
increase, and desire comes to be ful-
filled.  Very simply, in spring, with the 
return of the light, our thoughts are in-
variably more positive, hopeful, and 
clear. 
      Deepak Chopra speaks to us of 
“carefreeness”.  It is an unconcern 
about the future and about our bodies,  
when we can trust that we are being 
taken care of at every level, because we 
know we are being guided to do what is  
best for our bodies, our hearts, and our  

 
spiritual oneness.  When we have this 
trust, we are truly free.  Our minds will 
be at peace.   
     We learn to resist the tendency for 
confusion, frustration, pain, guilt (mine, 
all mine!), and fearfulness by small 
habits for positive change, first: stop-
ping what we are doing, once we realize 
the bad habit engaging our minds; sec-
ond: connecting with our source and 
breathing deeply into it; third: changing 
our activity or just changing our 
thoughts;  fourth: giving thanks. 
    The medium of our guidance is in our 
impulses, and our impulses are born in 
our physical or mental body and guided 
by reason.  After all, we did make an 
agreement to show up for work, didn’t 
we?  Agreements, are great, but if there 
comes a time when we discover we 
have made so many that our time and 
energy is no longer our own, then we 
may rediscover a desire to be more 
carefree.   
     And it is OK for a carefree attitude 
to go with us into whatever we do, 
every moment trusting we are taken 
care of by our Source.  We are free to 
do anything this life offers us, and it 
seems that we also have bodies to take 
care of and choices to make.   If we feel 
trapped, it is by our own choices.   
Trapped is just another word for the

At this show I “just happened” to 
meet two other vendors (who have 
churches) through which I will have 
weddings to do.  This time I did well to 
allow myself to be surprised into a more 
expanded version of that one decision. 
Because I decided to be relaxed just 
where I was, I was able to discover 
other opportunities I would never have 
thought of. 
     My message to you and to myself is 
to be open for inspiration in every situa-
tion, listen to that still small voice that 
leads us to be whole and happy every-
where, and follow the impulse that car-
ries us through.

Interfaith Center for Spiritual 
Growth By-laws 
 
Preamble 
     The Interfaith Center for Spiritual 
Growth exists for the purpose of stimulat-
ing and nurturing the spiritual growth of 
it members and its wider community. 
These By-laws are intended to create a 
system of governance for an egalitarian 
organization which passionately pursues 
its mission statement in a manner consis-
tent with its guiding principles. 
Mission Statement and Guiding Princi-
ples 
     The membership may, by a two-thirds 
majority vote at any meeting where no-
tice of the proposed amendment has been 
given to the membership, amend the Mis-
sion Statement and Guiding Principles. 
Membership 
     Membership is open to anyone who 
chooses to join, and who indicates by 
written application, their commitment to 
spiritual growth, their agreement with the 
Mission Statement and Guiding Princi-
ples, and their desire to become a mem-
ber. 
III. Membership Meetings 
     A. Annual Meeting.  
In March of each year a general member-
ship meeting shall be held at a convenient 
time and place. Trustees shall be elected 
and the Board and Minister shall report 
on the activities of the center. Written 
notice shall be mailed to the membership 
at least ten days prior to the meeting. 
     B. Special Meeting.  
Special meetings may be called by writ-
ten request signed by two Board mem-
bers or ten general members. Such meet-
ing shall be arranged at a convenient time 
and place and notice shall be mailed to 
the membership at least ten days prior to 
the meeting. 
     C. Quarterly Conversations in Com-
munity. The Board shall arrange a con-
venient time and place to engage in a 
quarterly conversation in community. All 
members and attendees are invited to 
participate in a discussion about our mis-
sion, our goals, and our expectations.  
IV. Board of Trustees 
     A. Purpose.  
The Board of Trustees shall have the re-
sponsibility for the affairs of the center. 
The Board represents the membership 
and has as its primary function, the crea-
tion and maintaining of a vision that ful-
fills the mission statement. The Board 

shall function as a policy-making body 
with a view toward monitoring results as 
they relate to achieving the mission. 
     B. Membership.  
The initial Board of Trustees shall consist 
of five members. At such time as the 
membership reaches 200, the Board shall 
be increased to seven members. Members 
shall be elected to two-year terms on a 
staggered basis, so as to provide for con-
tinuity. Such election, not including the 
initial Board, shall occur at the annual 
meeting of the center. The initial Board 
shall be appointed by the incorporators, 
pursuant to the corporation statutes.      
     C. Board Meetings.  
The Board shall, by policy, set such times 
and places for meetings as it shall deem 
appropriate in the circumstances. Board 
meetings shall be open to all who are 
interested. A quorum shall consist of 
51% of the Board membership.      
     D. Nominating Committee.   
A committee composed of the Chairper-
son of the Board, the Minister, and a 
member elected by the membership at the 
annual meeting. If no one has been 
elected the Chairperson of the Board, the 
Minister shall appoint a member to serve 
as the third committee member. The 
committee shall solicit interest and pro-
pose a slate of candidates whom they 
believe will best serve the needs of the 
center.     
     E. Officers of the Board.  
The officers shall consist of a Chairper-
son and a Secretary. Officers shall be 
elected by majority vote of the Board to 
one-year terms. 
     F. Minister/CEO.  
The Board shall employ a Minister who 
shall serve as the CEO of the center. The 
Minister shall employ such staff as is 
appropriate under the policies adopted by 
the Board. 
     G. Affiliations.   
The Board may choose to affiliate with 
any umbrella organization which it be-
lieves will further the achievement of the 
mission. Such affiliation decision must 
be preceded by a full discussion at a 
quarterly conversation in community. 
V. Amendment  
     These By-laws may be amended by a 
majority of the membership at a member-
ship meeting, except that the super-
majority provision of By-law I requires a 
two-thirds majority to amend. Any pro-
posed by-law changes shall be set forth in 
the notice of the meeting.
