Be Odd for God by Paul Jurgensen 
     Most of our members know that as of March, 2008—by prior agreement—our 
rent has gone up from $2,000 to $3,000 a month. This means that we have to raise 
an additional $10,000 during 2008 to be in the same position that we were in in 
2007. 
     We are on our way to accomplishing this. Our attendance is up, we are blessed 
with new members, and we are generating more income from the use of our facil-
ity by individuals and groups. But rather than just squeak by, we would like to 
have sufficient funds to improve and repair our building, carry on new programs, 
and generally have a little breathing room. 
     The Sunday offering is our biggest source of income. I’m sure that many of 
our members, when considering their donation, think: “Wow, a thousand bucks. 
Well I’m sorry, but there is nothing I can do about that right now. Times are 
tough.” But, if you break it down a bit, you find that if all of us increase our dona-
tions by only a little bit, the problem becomes manageable. If we have 60 people 
in attendance and there are four Sundays in the month (some have five), we can 
find the $1,000 if each person only increases their  donation by $4.17 
(60x4x$4.17=$1,000). Of course, that is a “perfect” scenario. We do not always 
have 60 people on Sunday, couples would have to donate $8.34 more and some 
people are simply not able to donate anything at any given point in time. But it 
does demonstrate that a seemingly large hurdle can be overcome with many small 
steps. 
     Joyce and I do a good deal of accounting for the Center. Ninety-five percent of 
the donations by check on Sunday are for a number of devisable ten ($10, $20, 
$30). It is my theory that this is because we grow lazy with our math skills and 
know that a normal number is easier to subtract in our checkbooks. This is where 
my challenge to you to Be Odd for God comes into play. I suggest that if you in-
crease your checks to an odd amount, you will accomplish two things: you will 
help us pay our increased rent and you will improve your math skills. So make 
your checks out for $39 or $27 or $23 or even $24.17.  
Be Odd for God!!!
