The Power of Group Meditation   
by Rev. Annie Kopko 

 
     Meditating in a group of friends, the 
gathering of energies, of intentions, of 
souls, and of life expressing, has power 
that we can’t explain or completely un-
derstand, yet we can experience. 
     By gathering with others of like inten-
tion, we are gathering and raising our 
energy higher than we usually experi-
ence in our ordinary living.  We place 
our minds and bodies in such a way as to 
be open to sudden expansion of aware-
ness and insight into our own experience 
of life.  We become open to experiencing 
change in our consciousness.  
     I am not suggesting that meditating 
alone has any different results, but I find 
personally that group meditation intensi-
fies the experience and the possibility of 
going higher.  I have a sense of a shared 
intention that moves me into levels of 
consciousness I do not usually achieve 
alone.  
     I notice that although a sudden aware-
ness and understanding may come upon 
us unawares, outward changes in our 
lives usually happen very slowly as a 
consequence of intentions made and 
evolve in very small increments over a 
long period of time, years, that is.   
     And, at the same time, it is useful to 
not judge anything that happens during 
meditation, for even a small effort is 
useful to your peace.  If it feels like noth-
ing is happening, or if your thoughts 
focus on an annoyance at some noise, it 

is all good.  It is all good on a few levels.  
It is good to learn to embrace everything 
that happens to us.  It is good to quiet our 
minds and “try” to be aware of our 
Source Self.  In this case trying is 
achieving, the “try” part of it is the judg-
ing self.  There is physical and emotional 
healing that happens when we shift our 
awareness and our energy.  Willingness 
can be very effective.  
      Meditation is one of the most effec-
tive ways that we use to empower our 
lives.  Sometimes the “results” feel so 
subtle that we doubt there is any effect at 
all, for all that “quiet sitting”, but it may 
be the only way for some of us to recog-
nize and fully embrace that deeper being 
that is us.  I think one of the most helpful 
gifts is that we learn to believe in our-
selves and our own path, no matter what 
we may look like to the outer life. 
     I believe we have all the wisdom we 
need right inside of us, and it seems most 
accessible when we take some quiet time 
and just listen. Years ago, before I read 
or understood many spiritual books or 
principles, in desperation I turned within 
to embrace my pain, and, indeed the wis-
dom I needed was there.  It was quiet 
work, and it was necessarily constant, 
and there was just a bit of relief at a time.  
It seems to me that the only way out of 
our pain, (mental, emotional, or physical) 
is into it.  Thus, we are able to create a 
little space around it, (words of Eckhart 
Tolle), a tiny vision of freedom, and that 
is all we need.  
     In our chosen world of constant 
change, unsettling real drama on TV, and 

the speedy pace of life around us, peace 
is not necessarily a natural consequence 
of courageous living.  Meditation is 
something we may not be able to do 
when we are alone, not to mention that 
there are many things “pulling” on us 
simultaneously.  Don’t you have distrac-
tions or a “to do” list a mile long?  
     I think what surprises me, as I under-
stand old things in a new way, is that 
allowing an expansion of consciousness 
is easier than I thought.  And being part 
of a group of people accepting that is 
very conducive to raising awareness. 
     One Thursday in David’s class, dur-
ing a short time of silence I experienced 
a brilliant light, I looked around for it 
and discovered it was coming from my-
self and expanding outward to others.  
The other thing I experienced, just in a 
very short amount of time as the group 
meditated together, was that I came to a 
brief but profound feeling of release and 
experienced the relief that comes with 
letting go. 
     Part of the power of meditation is that 
to receive the most benefit we must let 
go of what we think it should be like or 
what results we should be able to 
achieve. 
     Deep awareness, letting go of the 
cares of the world, can occur by quieting 
the mind of thoughts for just a few mo-
ments.  The more often you take these 
few moments to rest in your Source, the 
quicker it happens, the more frequently 
you choose this, and the easier it gets.

What do you do at Interfaith? 
     I've been attending since February, 
2008, and joined the congregation 
soon thereafter.   
 
What was your original spiritual 
path? 
     I've had several.  I grew up in a Lutheran farm community (Saline).  How-
ever, we rarely attended any particular church, with the exception of family 
confirmations, weddings, funerals, ice cream socials, etc.   During my early 
teens, my Mom and I attended a First Baptist church, and I was baptized.  In 
college, I began exploring metaphysics (early 70's) and have been wandering 
through various paths ever since (Wicca, Druid, and Buddhism). 
 
What is your spiritual path now? 
     My spiritual path has evolved into a "bit of this" and a "bit of that".  Pieces 
of each practice I've explored have stuck.   Most recently, like many others 
here, I have been influenced by Eckhart Tolle's books, as well as A Course in 
Miracles.   
 
Do you meditate?  
     I do, for brief periods of time.  It goes in cycles, along with drum journeying, 
etc. 
 
What brings you the most satisfaction spiritually?  
     The feeling of calm belief.    
 
What gives you satisfaction at Interfaith? 
     I love how I feel here.  I hope this doesn't sound hokey, but I feel as if I've 
finally come "home" here, spiritually.  From the first visit, there were famil-
iar faces among the crowd, even though I had never been here before.
